










































Introduction 

The lu bba Environmental and Socioeconomic 
Study (JESS) project (number 649-0 134) is jointly 
funded by the Government of the Somali 
Democratic Republic (GSDR) and US. Agency for 
International Development (USAID). JESS is pan 
of a larger project funded by US AID and the GSDR, 
the Jubba Development Analytical Studies 
(JUDAS) project Technical assistance and JESS 
project management are being provided to the Min- 
istry of National Planning and Jubba Valley 
Developmenr (hiPJVD) by .4ssociates in Runl 
Development, Inc. (ARD) of Burlington, Vermont.

This bibliography is a revised version of the JESS 
bibliography that was published in 1986, relahng 
specifically to sociaI and environmental systems in 
Somalia as weU as river basin assessment and plan- 
ning, in general. -Many new references have been 
added and the bibliography has been organized into 
22 different sections, corresponding to the subject 
codes (BIBCODE) being used by the JESS team in 
Somalia. In each section, citations are listed al- 
phabetically by author or issuing body, and citations 
dealing specifically with Somalia have been 
separated from other references within the same 
section. Each citation is listed only once even if it is 
multidisciplinary and since it was impossible to 
secure copies of all references cited, many are simp- 
ly classified according to the in for marion contained 
in the title. 

The bibliography includes selected monographs. 
conference papers, journal articles. book chapters. 
reports, JESS studies and dissertations. Regretfully, 
some citations do not have complete bibliographic 
information. as such information was not available 
from the secondary sources they were taken from or 
they were merely referred to as unpublished studies 
and repons. Usem should recognize that the bibli- 
ography is neither definitive nor comprehensive, 
and that an inclusion of a particular reference does 
not impiy that its scientific merit has been subsrm- 
tiated. 

Jess Data Repositories 
During the more than two-and-one-half years of 
field research in Somalia and in the preparation of 
the JESS Final Repon. JESS project staff and con- 

sultants generated abundanr data in various formats 
and at a variety of analytical levels. Because of the 
sheer bulk of this raw data and the expense involved 
in heir wide-scale reproduction and distribution, it 
was decided that JESS establish five dam 
repositories in strategic locations. where future in- 
vestigators and those involved with long-term en- 
vironmental and socioeconomic monitoring of 
Jubba Valley development activities, could access 
the most relevant research products. Consequently, 
the following JESS data repositories were estab- 
Iished:
