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Light to moderate rains are expected across Somalia in the next three days. Along the coastal areas of Bari 
and Nugal regions the forecast calls for moderate to high rains; while in the Ethiopian highlands scattered 
light to moderate rains will be experienced in the forecast period.  
 
There is a high risk of flash floods in the coastal areas of Bari and Nugaal regions.  
 
The river levels remain high in both Juba and Shabelle, with high risk of flooding along the two rivers.
